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Editing a scan group

This document provides additional information about TM9100 and TP9100 radios with
editable scan groups. The operation described is only available for radios with _firmware version

5.0x or higher.

Your radio may be programmed so that you

can use the Edit Group menu to make

permanent changes to your radio’s scan
groups. In the Edit Group menu, the
following options may be available:

B Group members: shows the current
members of a group, and may also show
the designated transmit channel and
priority channels.

m Change zone: changes the zone for the
Add channel option.

B Add or Delete channel: adds or
deletes member channels of a group.

m Change tx channel: changes the
group’s transmit channel.

m Change P1 or P2: changes the group’s
first or second priority channel.

Symbols and messages

The following symbols may appear when
viewing group membership details, adding or
deleting channels from a group, or changing a
group’s transmit or priority channels.

Symbol Meaning

T This channel is used to transmit on

X when there has been no recent activ-
ity. You cannot delete this channel (it
will not appear under Delete channel).

Py This channel is the group’s first priority
channel. You cannot delete this chan-
nel (it will not appear under Delete
channel).

Py This channel is the group’s second pri-
ority channel. You cannot delete this
channel (it will not appear under
Delete channel).

+ There is more than one instance of this
channel in the group (the channel will
be scanned more often). If you delete
this channel, the radio will attempt to
delete all instances of the channel.
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Viewing group membership

In the Group Membership menu, you can

view the group members of a selected

group and you may be able to view the

designated transmit and priority channels.

To view the membership of a group:

1. Select Menu>Radio settings >
Advanced > Edit groups.

2. Select a group from the list of editable
groups, and press Select.

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Changing a group’s transmit
channel

You may be able to change the transmit
channel of a scan group. This change is
permanent, and will remain after restarting
the radio.

1. Select Menu>Radio settings >
Advanced > Edit groups.

2. Select a group from the list of editable
groups, and press Select.

Changing a group’s first or
second priority channel

You may be able to change the priority
channels of a scan group. This change is
permanent, and will remain after restarting
the radio.

1. Select Menu>Radio settings >
Advanced > Edit groups.

2. Select a group from the list of editable
groups, and press Select.

Suspending a channel from a
scan group

If a member channel of a scan group is busy
for a long time and you do not wish to hear
the conversation, you may be able to use a
function key programmed for ‘nuisance
delete’ to temporarily delete it from the
scan group.
When the scan group is next selected, or
after the radio has been turned off and then
on, the deleted channel is again part of the
scan group.
To temporarily remove a channel from a
scan group:
1. Wait until the radio has stopped on the
channel that you want to remove from
the scan group.

2. Press the function key programed for
nuisance delete.
If the channel has been successfully been
removed, the message
Channel nuisance deleted appears in
the display.

Channel
nuisance
deleted

Note: The function key programmed to
activate a scan group may be programmed
so that a short key press activates scanning
and a long key press activates nuisance
delete.
